Titus 2:1 But speak thou the things which become sound doctrine: 

Study 18 
MISSIONS 

 

Acts 1:8 But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto 
me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth. 
 

God has instituted a plan for every person in the world to hear the Gospel, to have a chance to 
be saved and to live the Christian life.  World-wide missions is that plan. 
 

1) GOD LOVES EVERYONE IN THE WORLD. 
John 3:16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him 
should not perish, but have everlasting life. 
 

2) GOD WANTS EVERYONE TO BE SAVED. 
1 Timothy 2:3 For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Saviour; 
 4 Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth. 
 

3) GOD DOES NOT WANT ANYONE TO GO TO HELL. 
2 Peter 3:9 ¶ The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some men count slackness; but is longsuffering 
to us-ward, not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance. 
 

4) JESUS WAS THE FIRST MISSIONARY. 
1 Timothy 1:15 This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to 
save sinners; of whom I am chief. 
 

Philippians 2:5  Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus: 
 6 Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God: 
 7 But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of 
men: 
 8 And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, even the death 
of the cross. 
 9 Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, and given him a name which is above every name: 
 10 That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under 
the earth; 
 11 And that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. 
 

5) GOD WANTS US TO GO INTO ALL THE WORLD TO PREACH THE GOSPEL. 
Mark 16:15 And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature. 
 

6) GOD WANT US TO TESTIFY OF HIM BOTH AT HOME AND ABROAD AT THE 
SAME TIME. 
Acts 1:8 But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto 
me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth. 
 

7) THE ONLY WAY TO ACCOMPLISH THIS IS WITH A MISSIONS PROGRAM. 
 

8) WE ALL CAN PARTICIPATE IN MISSIONS IN 3 DISTINCT WAYS. 
 

 A. GO - as a missionary or on mission trips 
 

 B. PRAY - for all the missionaries on our support list and for more laborers 
 

 C. GIVE - financially help those who are going into all the world 
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9) GOD WANTS OUR CHURCH TO GIVE FINANCIALLY TO WORLD-WIDE MIS-
SIONS. 
2 Corinthians 8:1 ¶ Moreover, brethren, we do you to wit of the grace of God bestowed on the churches of 
Macedonia; 
 2 How that in a great trial of affliction the abundance of their joy and their deep poverty abounded unto the 
riches of their liberality. 
 3 For to their power, I bear record, yea, and beyond their power they were willing of themselves; 
 4 Praying us with much intreaty that we would receive the gift, and take upon us the fellowship of the minis-
tering to the saints. 
 5 And this they did, not as we hoped, but first gave their own selves to the Lord, and unto us by the will of 
God. 
 6 Insomuch that we desired Titus, that as he had begun, so he would also finish in you the same grace also. 
 7 ¶ Therefore, as ye abound in every thing, in faith, and utterance, and knowledge, and in all diligence, and in 
your love to us, see that ye abound in this grace also. 
 8 I speak not by commandment, but by occasion of the forwardness of others, and to prove the sincerity of 
your love. 
 9 For ye know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that, though he was rich, yet for your sakes he became 
poor, that ye through his poverty might be rich. 
 10 And herein I give my advice: for this is expedient for you, who have begun before, not only to do, but also 
to be forward a year ago. 
 11 Now therefore perform the doing of it; that as there was a readiness to will, so there may be a performance 
also out of that which ye have. 
 12 For if there be first a willing mind, it is accepted according to that a man hath, and not according to that 
he hath not. 
 13 For I mean not that other men be eased, and ye burdened: 
 14 But by an equality, that now at this time your abundance may be a supply for their want, that their abun-
dance also may be a supply for your want: that there may be equality: 
 15 As it is written, He that had gathered much had nothing over; and he that had gathered little had no lack. 
 

2 Corinthians 9:1 ¶ For as touching the ministering to the saints, it is superfluous for me to write to you: 
 2 For I know the forwardness of your mind, for which I boast of you to them of Macedonia, that Achaia was 
ready a year ago; and your zeal hath provoked very many. 
 3 Yet have I sent the brethren, lest our boasting of you should be in vain in this behalf; that, as I said, ye may 
be ready: 
 4 Lest haply if they of Macedonia come with me, and find you unprepared, we (that we say not, ye) should be 
ashamed in this same confident boasting. 
 5 Therefore I thought it necessary to exhort the brethren, that they would go before unto you, and make up be-
forehand your bounty, whereof ye had notice before, that the same might be ready, as a matter of bounty, and 
not as of covetousness. 
 6 ¶ But this I say, He which soweth sparingly shall reap also sparingly; and he which soweth bountifully shall 
reap also bountifully. 
 7 Every man according as he purposeth in his heart, so let him give; not grudgingly, or of necessity: for God 
loveth a cheerful giver. 
 8 And God is able to make all grace abound toward you; that ye, always having all sufficiency in all things, 
may abound to every good work: 
 9 (As it is written, He hath dispersed abroad; he hath given to the poor: his righteousness remaineth for ever. 
 10 Now he that ministereth seed to the sower both minister bread for your food, and multiply your seed sown, 
and increase the fruits of your righteousness;) 
 11 Being enriched in every thing to all bountifulness, which causeth through us thanksgiving to God. 
 12 For the administration of this service not only supplieth the want of the saints, but is abundant also by 
many thanksgivings unto God; 
 13 Whiles by the experiment of this ministration they glorify God for your professed subjection unto the gospel 
of Christ, and for your liberal distribution unto them, and unto all men; 
 14 And by their prayer for you, which long after you for the exceeding grace of God in you. 
 15  Thanks be unto God for his unspeakable gift. 
 
 
 
 
 



10) GOD WILL ALWAYS TAKE CARE OF OUR NEEDS IF WE GIVE TO MISSIONS. 
Philippians 4:15 Now ye Philippians know also, that in the beginning of the gospel, when I departed from 
Macedonia, no church communicated with me as concerning giving and receiving, but ye only. 
 16 For even in Thessalonica ye sent once and again unto my necessity. 
 17 Not because I desire a gift: but I desire fruit that may abound to your account. 
 18 But I have all, and abound: I am full, having received of Epaphroditus the things which were sent from 
you, an odour of a sweet smell, a sacrifice acceptable, wellpleasing to God. 
 19 But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus. 
 

11) THERE WILL BE MORE PEOPLE IN HELL BECAUSE OF A LACK OF  
FINANCES FOR THE KINGDOM OF GOD THAN FOR ANY OTHER SINGLE
