THE DOCTRINES OF THE BIBLE
Titus 2:1 But speak thou the things which become sound doctrine:

Study 29

WORSHIP
Tonight we will discuss WORSHIP as it is taught in the Scriptures.

WORSHIP (def) To adore; to pay divine honors to; to reverence with supreme respect and ven-
eration.

1) GOD NEVER WANTS US TO WORSHIP FALSE GODS.
Exodus 34:11 Observe thou that which I command thee this day: behold, I drive out before thee the Amorite,
and the Canaanite, and the Hittite, and the Perizzite, and the Hivite, and the Jebusite.

12 Take heed to thyself, lest thou make a covenant with the inhabitants of the land whither thou goest, lest it
be for a snare in the midst of thee:

13 But ye shall destroy their altars, break their images, and cut down their groves.

14 For thou shalt worship no other god: for the LORD, whose name is Jealous, is a jealous God:

15 Lest thou make a covenant with the inhabitants of the land, and they go a whoring after their gods, and do
sacrifice unto their gods, and one call thee, and thou eat of his sacrifice;

16 And thou take of their daughters unto thy sons, and their daughters go a whoring after their gods, and
make thy sons go a whoring after their gods.

17 Thou shalt make thee no molten gods.

2) WE WILL PERISH IF WE WORSHIP OTHER GODS.

Deuteronomy 8:19 And it shall be, if thou do at all forget the LORD thy God, and walk after other gods, and
serve them, and worship them, I testify against you this day that ye shall surely perish.

20 As the nations which the LORD destroyeth before your face, so shall ye perish; because ye would not be
obedient unto the voice of the LORD your God.

Deuteronomy 11:16 Take heed to yourselves, that your heart be not deceived, and ye turn aside, and serve oth-
er gods, and worship them;

17 And then the LORD'S wrath be kindled against you, and he shut up the heaven, that there be no rain, and
that the land yield not her fruit; and lest ye perish quickly from off the good land which the LORD giveth you.

3) TITHES AND OFFERINGS ARE A WAY OF WORSHIPPING GOD.

Deuteronomy 26:1 Y And it shall be, when thou art come in unto the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee
for an inheritance, and possessest it, and dwellest therein;

2 That thou shalt take of the first of all the fruit of the earth, which thou shalt bring of thy land that the LORD
thy God giveth thee, and shalt put it in a basket, and shalt go unto the place which the LORD thy God shall
choose to place his name there.

3 And thou shalt go unto the priest that shall be in those days, and say unto him, I profess this day unto the
LORD thy God, that I am come unto the country which the LORD sware unto our fathers for to give us.

4 And the priest shall take the basket out of thine hand, and set it down before the altar of the LORD thy God.

5 And thou shalt speak and say before the LORD thy God, A Syrian ready to perish was my father, and he went
down into Egypt, and sojourned there with a few, and became there a nation, great, mighty, and populous:

6 And the Egyptians evil entreated us, and afflicted us, and laid upon us hard bondage:

7 And when we cried unto the LORD God of our fathers, the LORD heard our voice, and looked on our afflic-
tion, and our labour, and our oppression:

8 And the LORD brought us forth out of Egypt with a mighty hand, and with an outstretched arm, and with
great terribleness, and with signs, and with wonders:

9 And he hath brought us into this place, and hath given us this land, even a land that floweth with milk and
honey.

10 And now, behold, I have brought the firstfruits of the land, which thou, O LORD, hast given me. And thou
shalt set it before the LORD thy God, and worship before the LORD thy God:

11 And thou shalt rejoice in every good thing which the LORD thy God hath given unto thee, and unto thine
house, thou, and the Levite, and the stranger that is among you.



Matthew 2:11 And when they were come into the house, they saw the young child with Mary his mother, and
fell down, and worshipped him: and when they had opened their treasures, they presented unto him gifts; gold,
and frankincense, and myrrh.

4) REVERANCE AND HUMILITY ARE A PART OF WORSHIP.

Joshua 5:13 4 And it came to pass, when Joshua was by Jericho, that he lifted up his eyes and looked, and,
behold, there stood a man over against him with his sword drawn in his hand: and Joshua went unto him, and
said unto him, Art thou for us, or for our adversaries?

14 And he said, Nay, but as captain of the host of the LORD am I now come. And Joshua fell on his face to the
earth, and did worship, and said unto him, What saith my lord unto his servant?

15 And the captain of the LORD'S host said unto Joshua, Loose thy shoe from off thy foot; for the place
whereon thou standest is holy. And Joshua did so.

Psalm 95:6 O come, let us worship and bow down: let us kneel before the LORD our maker.

S5) WE NEED TO BE CLEANSED OF OUR SINS BEFORE WE WORSHIP THE
LORD.

1 Samuel 15:24 9 And Saul said unto Samuel, I have sinned: for I have transgressed the commandment of the
LORD, and thy words: because I feared the people, and obeyed their voice.
25 Now therefore, I pray thee, pardon my sin, and turn again with me, that I may worship the LORD.

6) WORLDLY CHRISTIANS CANNOT PROPERLY WORSHIP GOD.
2 Kings 17:33 They feared the LORD, and served their own gods, after the manner of the nations whom they
carried away from thence.

34 Unto this day they do after the former manners: they fear not the LORD, neither do they after their stat-
utes, or after their ordinances, or after the law and commandment which the LORD commanded the children
of Jacob, whom he named Israel;

35 With whom the LORD had made a covenant, and charged them, saying, Ye shall not fear other gods, nor
bow yourselves to them, nor serve them, nor sacrifice to them:

36 But the LORD, who brought you up out of the land of Egypt with great power and a stretched out arm, him
shall ye fear, and him shall ye worship, and to him shall ye do sacrifice.

37 And the statutes, and the ordinances, and the law, and the commandment, which he wrote for you, ye shall
observe to do for evermore; and ye shall not fear other gods.

38 And the covenant that I have made with you ye shall not forget, neither shall ye fear other gods.

39 But the LORD your God ye shall fear; and he shall deliver you out of the hand of all your enemies.

40 Howbeit they did not hearken, but they did after their former manner.

41 So these nations feared the LORD, and served their graven images, both their children, and their children's
children: as did their fathers, so do they unto this day.

7) WORSHIP THE LORD IN THE BEAUTY OF HOLINESS.

1 Chronicles 16:25 For great is the LORD, and greatly to be praised: he also is to be feared above all gods.
26 For all the gods of the people are idols: but the LORD made the heavens.

27 Glory and honour are in his presence, strength and gladness are in his place.

28 Give unto the LORD, ye kindreds of the people, give unto the LORD glory and strength.

29 Give unto the LORD the glory due unto his name: bring an offering, and come before him: worship the
LORD in the beauty of holiness.

8) WORSHIP GOD IN HIS HOUSE WITH FEAR.

Psalm 5:7 9 But as for me, I will come into thy house in the multitude of thy mercy: and in thy fear will I wor-
ship toward thy holy temple.

Jeremiah 26:2 Thus saith the LORD, Stand in the court of the LORD'S house, and speak unto all the cities of
Judah, which come to worship in the LORD'S house, all the words that I command thee to speak unto them;
diminish not a word:

2 Samuel 12:20 Then David arose from the earth, and washed, and anointed himself, and changed his apparel,
and came into the house of the LORD, and worshipped: then he came to his own house; and when he required,
they set bread before him, and he did eat.

9) WORSHIP THE LORD WITH SONG.
Psalm 66:4 All the earth shall worship thee, and shall sing unto thee; they shall sing to thy name. Selah.



2 Chronicles 29:28 And all the congregation worshipped, and the singers sang, and the trumpeters sounded:
and all this continued until the burnt offering was finished.

29 And when they had made an end of offering, the king and all that were present with him bowed themselves,
and worshipped.

30 Moreover Hezekiah the king and the princes commanded the Levites to sing praise unto the LORD with the
words of David, and of Asaph the seer. And they sang praises with gladness, and they bowed their heads and
worshipped.

10) EVIL PEOPLE REFUSE TO WORSHIP THE LORD AS HE IS DERSERVING.

Jeremiah 13:10 This evil people, which refuse to hear my words, which walk in the imagination of their heart,
and walk after other gods, to serve them, and to worship them, shall even be as this girdle, which is good for
nothing.

11) MUSIC PLAYS A MAJOR PART IN THE WORSHIP OF FALSE GODS.

Daniel 3:4 Then an herald cried aloud, To you it is commanded, O people, nations, and languages,

5 That at what time ye hear the sound of the cornet, flute, harp, sackbut, psaltery, dulcimer, and all kinds of
musick, ye fall down and worship the golden image that Nebuchadnezzar the king hath set up.

6 And whoso falleth not down and worshippeth shall the same hour be cast into the midst of a burning fiery
furnace.

7 Therefore at that time, when all the people heard the sound of the cornet, flute, harp, sackbut, psaltery, and
all kinds of musick, all the people, the nations, and the languages, fell down and worshipped the golden image
that Nebuchadnezzar the king had set up.

12) WE MUST CHOOSE TO WORSHIP THE LORD NOT FALSE GODS.

Daniel 3:16 Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, answered and said to the king, O Nebuchadnezzar, we are not
careful to answer thee in this matter.

17 If it be so, our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the burning fiery furnace, and he will deliver
us out of thine hand, O king.

18 But if not, be it known unto thee, O king, that we will not serve thy gods, nor worship the golden image
which thou hast set up.

28 9§ Then Nebuchadnezzar spake, and said, Blessed be the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, who
hath sent his angel, and delivered his servants that trusted in him, and have changed the king's word, and
yielded their bodies, that they might not serve nor worship any god, except their own God.

13) PEOPLE WORSHIP THE LORD IN VAIN BY RELIGION.

Matthew 15:8 This people draweth nigh unto me with their mouth, and honoureth me with their lips; but their
heart is far from me.
9 But in vain they do worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.

14) THE TRUE WORSHIPPERS OF GOD ALWAYS WORSHIP HIM IN SPIRIT AND
IN TRUTH.

John 4:21 Jesus saith unto her, Woman, believe me, the hour cometh, when ye shall neither in this mountain,
nor yet at Jerusalem, worship the Father.

22 Ye worship ye know not what: we know what we worship: for salvation is of the Jews.

23 But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth:
for the Father seeketh such to worship him.

24 God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth.

Philippians 3:2 Beware of dogs, beware of evil workers, beware of the concision.
3 For we are the circumcision, which worship God in the spirit, and rejoice in Christ Jesus, and have no con-
fidence in the flesh.

15) NEVER BE IGNORANT IN YOUR WORSHIP.

Acts 17:22 4 Then Paul stood in the midst of Mars' hill, and said, Ye men of Athens, I perceive that in all
things ye are too superstitious.

23 For as I passed by, and beheld your devotions, I found an altar with this inscription, TO THE UNKNOWN
GOD. Whom therefore ye ignorantly worship, him declare I unto you.

24 God that made the world and all things therein, seeing that he is Lord of heaven and earth, dwelleth not in
temples made with hands;

25 Neither is worshipped with men's hands, as though he needed any thing, seeing he giveth to all life, and



breath, and all things;

26 And hath made of one blood all nations of men for to dwell on all the face of the earth, and hath deter-
mined the times before appointed, and the bounds of their habitation;

27 That they should seek the Lord, if haply they might feel after him, and find him, though he be not far from
every one of us:

28 For in him we live, and move, and have our being; as certain also of your own poets have said, For we are
also his offspring.

29 Forasmuch then as we are the offspring of God, we ought not to think that the Godhead is like unto gold, or
silver, or stone, graven by art and man's device.

30 And the times of this ignorance God winked at; but now commandeth all men every where to repent:

16) WE SHOULD ALWAYS WORSHIP THE LORD ACCORDING TO THE SCRIP-

TURES.
Acts 24:14 But this I confess unto thee, that after the way which they call heresy, so worship I the God of my
fathers, believing all things which are written in the law and in the prophets:

15 And have hope toward God, which they themselves also allow, that there shall be a resurrection of the
dead, both of the just and unjust.

16 And herein do I exercise myself, to have always a conscience void of offence toward God, and toward men.

17) IN HEAVEN WE WILL WORSHIP THE LORD FOREVER.
Revelation 4:8 q And the four beasts had each of them six wings about him; and they were full of eyes within:
and they rest not day and night, saying, Holy, holy, holy, Lord God Almighty, which was, and is, and is to come.
9 And when those beasts give glory and honour and thanks to him that sat on the throne, who liveth for ever
and ever,

10 The four and twenty elders fall down before him that sat on the throne, and worship him that liveth for ever
and ever, and cast their crowns before the throne, saying,

11 Thou art worthy, O Lord, to receive glory and honour and power: for thou hast created all things, and for
thy pleasure they are and were created.

18) NEVER WORSHIP MAN INSTEAD GOD.
Revelation 22:8 And I John saw these things, and heard them. And when I had heard and seen, I fell down to
worship before the feet of the angel which shewed me these things.

9 Then saith he unto me, See thou do it not: for I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren the prophets, and of
them which keep the sayings of this book: worship God.

19) WORSHIP THE LORD BEFORE YOU PRAY AND WHENEVER HE ANSWERS

YOUR PRAYERS.
Matthew 15:25 Then came she and worshipped him, saying, Lord, help me.

Genesis 24:48 And I bowed down my head, and worshipped the LORD, and blessed the LORD God of my mas-
ter Abraham, which had led me in the right way to take my master's brother's daughter unto his son.

Exodus 4:29 And Moses and Aaron went and gathered together all the elders of the children of Israel:

30 And Aaron spake all the words which the LORD had spoken unto Moses, and did the signs in the sight of
the people.

31 And the people believed: and when they heard that the LORD had visited the children of Israel, and that he
had looked upon their affliction, then they bowed their heads and worshipped.

20) BE CAREFUL WHO YOU LEAD OTHERS TO WORSHIP.
2 Kings 21:20 And he did that which was evil in the sight of the LORD, as his father Manasseh did.
21 And he walked in all the way that his father walked in, and served the idols that his father served, and wor-

shipped them:
22 And he forsook the LORD God of his fathers, and walked not in the way of the LORD.

21) WORSHIP THE LORD EVEN IN THE MIDST OF BAD TIMES.

Job 1:20 9 Then Job arose, and rent his mantle, and shaved his head, and fell down upon the ground, and wor-
shipped,

21 And said, Naked came I out of my mother's womb, and naked shall I return thither: the LORD gave, and
the LORD hath taken away, blessed be the name of the LORD.

22 In all this Job sinned not, nor charged God foolishly.
