
THE DOCTRINES OF THE BIBLE 
Titus 2:1 But speak thou the things which become sound doctrine: 

Study 36 
FELLOWSHIP 

Tonight we will discuss FELLOWSHIP as it is taught in the Scriptures. 
 

1) GOOD FELLOWSHIP IS AN IMPORTANT PART OF THE CHRISTIAN LIFE. 
Acts 2:41 Then they that gladly received his word were baptized: and the same day there were added unto 
them about three thousand souls. 
 42 ¶ And they continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread, and in 
prayers. 
 

2) GOD DESIRES TO FELLOWSHIP WITH US. 
1 Corinthians 1:9 God is faithful, by whom ye were called unto the fellowship of his Son Jesus Christ our 
Lord. 
 

3) SIN IN OUR LIVES WILL HURT OUR FELLOWSHIP WITH GOD. 
Psalm 94:20 Shall the throne of iniquity have fellowship with thee, which frameth mischief by a law? 
 

1 John 1:6 If we say that we have fellowship with him, and walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the truth: 
 

4) WE SHOULD NEVER FELLOWSHIP WITH DEVILS. 
1 Corinthians 10:20 But I say, that the things which the Gentiles sacrifice, they sacrifice to devils, and not to 
God: and I would not that ye should have fellowship with devils. 
 21 Ye cannot drink the cup of the Lord, and the cup of devils: ye cannot be partakers of the Lord's table, and 
of the table of devils. 
 22 Do we provoke the Lord to jealousy? are we stronger than he? 
 

5) FELLOWSHIP WITH THOSE WHO ARE LIVING IN RIGHTEOUSNESS. 
2 Corinthians 6:14 Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteous-
ness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness? 
 

6) FELLOWSHIP IS PARTNERING WITH OTHERS IN LIFE’S ADVENTURES. 
2 Corinthians 8:4 Praying us with much intreaty that we would receive the gift, and take upon us the fellow-
ship of the ministering to the saints. 
 

7) FELLOWSHIP IS AFFERMATION OF ANOTHER’S BEHAVIOUR AND DIREC-
TION. 
Galatians 2:9 And when James, Cephas, and John, who seemed to be pillars, perceived the grace that was giv-
en unto me, they gave to me and Barnabas the right hands of fellowship; that we should go unto the heathen, 
and they unto the circumcision. 
 

8) HAVE NO FELLOWSHIP WITH THE WORKS OF DARKNESS. 
Ephesians 5:11 And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather reprove them. 
 

9) HAVE NO FELLOWSHIP WITH BELIEVERS WHO ARE NOT WANTING TO 
LIVE FOR GOD. 
1 Corinthians 5:9 ¶ I wrote unto you in an epistle not to company with fornicators: 
 10 Yet not altogether with the fornicators of this world, or with the covetous, or extortioners, or with idola-
ters; for then must ye needs go out of the world. 
 11 But now I have written unto you not to keep company, if any man that is called a brother be a fornicator, 
or covetous, or an idolater, or a railer, or a drunkard, or an extortioner; with such an one no not to eat. 
 12 For what have I to do to judge them also that are without? do not ye judge them that are within? 
 13 But them that are without God judgeth. Therefore put away from among yourselves that wicked person. 
 

2 Thessalonians 3:14 And if any man obey not our word by this epistle, note that man, and have no company 
with him, that he may be ashamed. 
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 15 Yet count him not as an enemy, but admonish him as a brother. 
 

10) FELLOWSHIP IN THE SPREADING OF THE GOSPEL. 
Philippians 1:4 Always in every prayer of mine for you all making request with joy, 
 5 For your fellowship in the gospel from the first day until now; 
 

11) FELLOWSHIP IN SHARING EXPERIENCES WITH OTHERS. 
Philippians 3:10 That I may know him, and the power of his resurrection, and the fellowship of his sufferings, 
being made conformable unto his death; 
 

12) FELLOWSHIP WITH THOSE WHO ARE WALKING IN THE LIGHT. 
1 John 1:7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood 
of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin. 
 

13) YOU WILL BECOME LIKE THOSE WITH WHOM YOU FELLOWSHIP. 
Proverbs 22:24 ¶ Make no friendship with an angry man; and with a furious man thou shalt not go: 
 25 Lest thou learn his ways, and get a snare to thy soul. 
 

Proverbs 27:17 ¶ Iron sharpeneth iron; so a man sharpeneth the countenance of his friend. 
 

1 Corinthians 15:33 Be not deceived: evil communications corrupt good manners. 
 

14) CHOOSE WISELY WITH WHOM YOU FELLOWSHIP. 
Ruth 1:11 And Naomi said, Turn again, my daughters: why will ye go with me? are there yet any more sons in 
my womb, that they may be your husbands? 
 12 Turn again, my daughters, go your way; for I am too old to have an husband. If I should say, I have hope, 
if I should have an husband also to night, and should also bear sons; 
 13 Would ye tarry for them till they were grown? would ye stay for them from having husbands? nay, my 
daughters; for it grieveth me much for your sakes that the hand of the LORD is gone out against me. 
 14 And they lifted up their voice, and wept again: and Orpah kissed her mother in law; but Ruth clave unto 
her. 
 15 And she said, Behold, thy sister in law is gone back unto her people, and unto her gods: return thou after 
thy sister in law. 
 16 And Ruth said, Intreat me not to leave thee, or to return from following after thee: for whither thou goest, I 
will go; and where thou lodgest, I will lodge: thy people shall be my people, and thy God my God: 
 17 Where thou diest, will I die, and there will I be buried: the LORD do so to me, and more also, if ought but 
death part thee and me. 
 18 When she saw that she was stedfastly minded to go with her, then she left speaking unto her. 
 

15) CHOOSING WRONG FELLOWSHIP COULD MAKE YOU THE ENEMY OF 
GOD. 
James 4:4 Ye adulterers and adulteresses, know ye not that the friendship of the world is enmity with God? 
whosoever therefore will be a friend of the world is the enemy of God. 
 

16) YOUR FELLOWSHIP DETERMINES YOUR REPUTATION. 
2 Kings 9:11 ¶ Then Jehu came forth to the servants of his lord: and one said unto him, Is all well? wherefore 
came this mad fellow to thee? And he said unto them, Ye know the man, and his communication. 
 

17) YOUR FELLOWSHIP DETERMINES YOUR POSITION/STAND. 
Obadiah 1:11 In the day that thou stoodest on the other side, in the day that the strangers carried away cap-
tive his forces, and foreigners entered into his gates, and cast lots upon Jerusalem, even thou wast as one of 
them. 
 

18) YOUR FELLOWSHIP WILL AFFECT YOUR DECISIONS IN LIFE. 
2 Samuel 13:1 ¶ And it came to pass after this, that Absalom the son of David had a fair sister, whose name 
was Tamar; and Amnon the son of David loved her. 
 2 And Amnon was so vexed, that he fell sick for his sister Tamar; for she was a virgin; and Amnon thought it 
hard for him to do any thing to her. 
 3 But Amnon had a friend, whose name was Jonadab, the son of Shimeah David's brother: and Jonadab was a 
very subtil man. 
 4 And he said unto him, Why art thou, being the king's son, lean from day to day? wilt thou not tell me? And 
Amnon said unto him, I love Tamar, my brother Absalom's sister. 



 5 And Jonadab said unto him, Lay thee down on thy bed, and make thyself sick: and when thy father cometh 
to see thee, say unto him, I pray thee, let my sister Tamar come, and give me meat, and dress the meat in my 
sight, that I may see it, and eat it at her hand. 
 6 So Amnon lay down, and made himself sick: and when the king was come to see him, Amnon said unto the 
king, I pray thee, let Tamar my sister come, and make me a couple of cakes in my sight, that I may eat at her 
hand. 
 7 Then David sent home to Tamar, saying, Go now to thy brother Amnon's house, and dress him meat. 
 8 So Tamar went to her brother Amnon's house; and he was laid down. And she took flour, and kneaded it, 
and made cakes in his sight, and did bake the cakes. 
 9 And she took a pan, and poured them out before him; but he refused to eat. And Amnon said, Have out all 
men from me. And they went out every man from him. 
 10 And Amnon said unto Tamar, Bring the meat into the chamber, that I may eat of thine hand. And Tamar 
took the cakes which she had made, and brought them into the chamber to Amnon her brother. 
 11 And when she had brought them unto him to eat, he took hold of her, and said unto her, Come lie with me, 
my sister. 
 12 And she answered him, Nay, my brother, do not force me; for no such thing ought to be done in Israel: do 
not thou this folly. 
 13 And I, whither shall I cause my shame to go? and as for thee, thou shalt be as one of the fools in Israel. 
Now therefore, I pray thee, speak unto the king; for he will not withhold me from thee. 
 14 Howbeit he would not hearken unto her voice: but, being stronger than she, forced her, and lay with her. 
 15 Then Amnon hated her exceedingly; so that the hatred wherewith he hated her was greater than the love 
wherewith he had loved her. And Amnon said unto her, Arise, be gone. 
 16 And she said unto him, There is no cause: this evil in sending me away is greater than the other that thou 
didst unto me. But he would not hearken unto her. 
 17 Then he called his servant that ministered unto him, and said, Put now this woman out from me, and bolt 
the door after her. 
 18 And she had a garment of divers colours upon her: for with such robes were the king's daughters that were 
virgins apparelled. Then his servant brought her out, and bolted the door after her. 
 19 And Tamar put ashes on her head, and rent her garment of divers colours that was on her, and laid her 
hand on her head, and went on crying. 
 20 And Absalom her brother said unto her, Hath Amnon thy brother been with thee? but hold now thy peace, 
my sister: he is thy brother; regard not this thing. So Tamar remained desolate in her brother Absalom's 
house. 
 

19) NEVER FELLOWSHIP WITH ANYONE WHO WOULD TURN YOU AWAY 
FROM GOD. 
Deuteronomy 13:6 ¶ If thy brother, the son of thy mother, or thy son, or thy daughter, or the wife of thy bos-
om, or thy friend, which is as thine own soul, entice thee secretly, saying, Let us go and serve other gods, 
which thou hast not known, thou, nor thy fathers; 
 7 Namely, of the gods of the people which are round about you, nigh unto thee, or far off from thee, from the 
one end of the earth even unto the other end of the earth; 
 8 Thou shalt not consent unto him, nor hearken unto him; neither shall thine eye pity him, neither shalt thou 
spare, neither shalt thou conceal him: 
 9 But thou shalt surely kill him; thine hand shall be first upon him to put him to death, and afterwards the 
hand of all the people. 
 10 And thou shalt stone him with stones, that he die; because he hath sought to thrust thee away from the 
LORD thy God, which brought thee out of the land of Egypt, from the house of bondage. 
 11 And all Israel shall hear, and fear, and shall do no more any such wickedness as this is among you.
